BOARD OF DIRECTORS

NOVEMBER 16,2010

DETERMINE QUORUM; CALL TO ORDER.

The Board of Directors of Brays Oaks Management District held a regular meeting open to the
public and inside the boundaries of the District on the 16th Jay of November, 2010, 12:00 noon, at
the offices of Brays Oaks Management District, 10103 Fondren Road, Suite 300, Houston, Texas
77096, and the roll was called of the duly appointed members of the board, to-wit:

Position 3 — C. Fred Meyer, Vice Chairman Position 9 — Cary P. Yates

Position 5 — René Joubert Position 11 — George Nwanguma

Position 6 — Etan Mirwis, Chairman

and all of the above were present, except Directors Gaskamp, Glenn, Joubert and Okumus, thus
constituting a quorum. Director Goodlow arrived at 12:31 p.m. while the meeting was in
progress. Also present were David Hawes, Susan Hill, Richard Rodriguez and Gretchen Larson,
Hawes Hill Calderén LLP; Lisa Hernandez, Municipal Accounts & Consulting; Ray Lawrence,
Lawrence & Associates; and Katie Dorfman, Allen Boone Humphries Robinson, LLC. Chairman
Mirwis called the meeting to order at 12:07 p.m.

RECEIVE PUBLIC COMMENTS.
There were no comments from the public.
APPROVE MINUTES OF BOARD MEETING DATED OCTOBER 19, 2010.

Upon a motion duly made by Director Yates, seconded by Director Turnbo, the board voted
unanimously to approve the minutes of the October 19, 2010 meeting.

CONSIDER FINANCIAL REPORT AND PAY BILLS.

Ms. Hernandez reviewed the financial information included in the board agenda materials. She
also distributed the “Quarterly Investment Inventory Report,” dated October 12, 2010, hereby
attached as Exhibit A. It was noted that a $100,000 CD had matured earlier in the month and that
the funds were moved into the District’s checking account. There was discussion regarding the
security patrol refund that was received from the Harris County Constable’s Office following the
contract cancellation. Chairman Mirwis inquired about the high volume of water bills, and Mr.
Hawes said the expenses are temporary due to esplanade landscaping enhancements. Following
discussion, and upon a motion duly made by Director Meyer, seconded by Director Ingram, the
board voted unanimously to approve the financial report and payment of invoices as presented.
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RECEIVE, CONSIDER AND TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTION WITH REGARD TO HEARING
EXAMINER’S REPORT FOR SUPPLEMENTAL ASSESSMENT ROLL;

A.) ACCEPT HEARING EXAMINER’S REPORT AND PROPOSAL FOR DECISION REGARDING
2010 SUPPLEMENTAL ASSESSMENT HEARING;

B.) ADOPT ORDER SUPPLEMENTING THE ASSESSMENT ROLL; LEVYING ASSESSMENTS
AGAINST THE PROPERTY ON THE SUPPLEMENTAL ASSESSMENT ROLL FOR THE
REMAINDER OF THE TEN-YEAR PERIOD; AND SETTING THE RATE OF ASSESSMENT FOR
THE YEAR 2011;

C.) AUTHORIZE EXECUTION OF AMENDMENT TO INFORMATION ForMm.

Mr. Hawes reported that the Public Hearing for the Supplemental Assessment Roll was held on
November 2, 2010 and that Director Goodlow served as the Hearing Examiner. Upon a motion
duly made by Director Turnbo and being seconded by Director Meyer, the Board voted
unanimously to:

A.) Accept the Hearing Examiner’s report and proposal for a decision regarding the 2010
Supplemental Assessment Hearing;

B.) Adopt an Order supplementing the Assessment Roll; levying assessments against the
property on the Supplemental Assessment Roll for the remainder of the ten-year period
and setting the rate of assessment for the Year 2011; and

C.) Authorize execution of an Amendment to the Information Form.

CONSIDER AND TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTION CONCERNING A PROPOSAL FROM SMC LOGISTICS
TO PERFORM BI-MONTHLY LIGHTING SURVEYS THROUGHOUT THE DISTRICT.

Mr. Rodriguez briefed the Board and recommended engaging SMC Logistics to perform street
lamp outage surveys on a bi-monthly basis. He said there are inconsistencies in the inspections
and reporting submitted by the current service provider. Chairman Mirwis requested that the
scope of work be expanded to include streets that border area apartment complexes. He said it
also is important to identify street lights that are being obstructed by trees. He suggested that the
District also take a leadership role in insuring that street signage is properly maintained. Mr.
Hawes said the District could enter into such a maintenance agreement with the City. Upon a
motion duly made by Director Meyer and being seconded by Director Yates, the board voted
unanimously to accept the proposal from SMC Logistics to perform bi-monthly lighting surveys
throughout the District.

RECEIVE REPORT AND CONSIDER ANY RECOMMENDATIONS FROM LATIMER & ASSOCIATES
CONCERNING FUND RAISING EFFORTS FOR THE DISTRICT’S MASTER PARKS PLAN.

Mr. Hawes reported that Allen Boone Humphries Robinson is preparing the 501 (c)(3) charity
filing. He said that meetings have been held to solicit letters of support, including City
Councilmember Anne Clutterbuck and Kathy Lord of the Bayou Preservation Association.
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He noted that the District did not receive the Livable Centers grant funding that had been
submitted to the Houston-Galveston Area Council last month. Director Goodlow arrived at this
point in the meeting. No action was taken.

CONSIDER AND TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTION REGARDING A REQUEST FROM SW HOUSTON 2000
FOR SPONSORSHIP OF THEIR ANNUAL VOLUNTEER APPRECIATION BREAKFAST IN THE AMOUNT

OF $400.

Mr. Hawes explained the event. Upon a motion duly made by Director Yates and being seconded
by Director Nwanguma, the board voted unanimously to approve the request from Southwest
Houston 2000, Inc., for sponsorship of their Annual Volunteer Appreciation Breakfast in the
amount of $400.

CONSIDER AND TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTION REGARDING THE PROPOSED PROCESS FOR REVIEW
OF THE REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS (RFPS) WHICH HAVE BEEN SUBMITTED IN RESPONSE TO THE
DISTRICT REQUEST FOR THE HIRING OF A PR AND MEDIA COMMUNICATIONS AGENCY FOR
DEVELOPMENT AND IMPLEMENTATION OF A MEDIA COMMUNICATIONS PLAN.

Ms. Larson briefed the board and said there are a total of nine proposals for consideration.

Mr. Hawes recommended that a Committee comprised of Chairman Mirwis and Directors
Gaskamp, Goodlow, Joubert and Meyer should review the proposals and make recommendations
to the board. Chairman Mirwis noted that it will be important to determine the target groups for
the Communications Plan. No action was taken.

RECEIVE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR'S MONTHLY REPORT ON ACTION INITIATIVES IN SUPPORT OF
THE DISTRICT'S SERVICE PLAN.

Mr. Hawes said that a meeting held with Houston Community College Trustee Neeta Sane was
productive in terms of furthering the District’s economic development initiatives. He said that a
meeting also was held with representatives of Southwest Houston 2000, Inc., to discuss methods
of working together to strengthen the community. He said a meeting is scheduled with County
Attorney Vince Ryan tomorrow to discuss increasing the County’s legal support pertaining to
nuisance abatement. Mr. Hawes reported that the landscaping enhancements are now complete
on all of the esplanades that have been adopted to date. He said that the application for adoption
of five additional esplanades on S. Gessner just south of S. Braeswood has been submitted.

He said that Mayor Parker has received a briefing from Mr. Richard Rodriguez regarding the
success of the mobile security camera program, and that she subsequently asked the Houston
Police Department to form a Task Force on the matter. He reported that Harris County Judge Ed
Emmett rendered a decision concerning the Lucky Food Store earlier this month. Lucky Food
Store’s application for a permit to continue the sale of beer and wine on the premises was denied.
However, Southwest Food Store, the original applicant and proposed new owner, was granted a
permit for the sale of wine and beer. No action was taken.

Chairman Mirwis opened the meeting to the public at 1:16 p.m. Upon a motion duly made by
Director Turnbo and being seconded by Director Goodlow, the board voted to approve the

Resolution Authorizing Acquisition of Real Property Interests, dated November 16, 2010, hereby
attached as Exhibit B.

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I. ENVIRONMENTAL & URBAN DESIGN

a. Esplanade Enhancement Project:

S.Gessner /S. Braeswood Esplanades: Ruth Hurst has relinquished her five esplanades on S. Gessner to
the District. These esplanades were previously irrigated and the city has already taken over
responsibility for the cost of water in these locations. The district will convene a landscaping committee
meeting next month to consider the level of improvements for these additional sites.

District Esplanades: The city has prepared the Gift of Deed for the district’s esplanades and will assume
responsibility for the cost of water in February.

b. The Master Parks Plan:

Park Improvements: The City of Houston is currently completing improvements to Marian Park and has
pledged to provide additional irrigation for tree development near the playing fields in the park. Trees
for Houston will provide additional trees near the picnic areas for shade once a plan is generated for
their installation. Katie Golzarri from EHRA is creating a landscaping plan for the potential
improvements to the park. Once the draft of the plan is completed, it will be presented to the
Landscaping committee for consideration.

Bob White Site: The district is currently pursuing the acquisition of 3.5 acre tract of land adjacent to San
Marcos Apartments. This property was gifted to Ruth Hurst and Pastor Fred Nickols and is currently
undeveloped. Ruth has agreed to gift it to the district and the site is pending authorization from Pastor
Nickols.

Report from Harriet Latimer & Associates can be found included in the board book.
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I1. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT & PUBLIC RELATIONS

Staff worked with SWH2000 on our joint bi-monthly breakfast which was held on January 11%.
Approximately 80 were in attendance to listen to the featured speaker, George Gaston CEO from
Memorial Hermann Southwest Hospital.

. Responded to several business owners regarding district services and encouraged them to sign up to
receive the newsletter and district news via the website and also worked on numerous editions and
changes for the website including development of a real estate listing service. Staff is also working with
HAR on development of a homes sales and listing report which may also be accessible through the
District website. The Board Chair and staff will be meeting with Sam Scott on Friday the 21 to discuss
details of the home sales listing, possibly hosting a realtors luncheon and whether or not the designation
of Zone 20 as Bellaire south can be changed to Brays Oaks.

Staff coordinated volunteers for consideration by the Board Chair to serve on the Business and
Economic Development and the PR and Marketing Committees. The proposed list has been forwarded
for consideration.

. Work has begun on the next newsletter which wraps up 2010 and showcases upcoming plan for 2011.

Staff is working on a number of projects with our strategic and community partners for upcoming events

including a workforce summit, the Yes Prep grand opening, and the new splash park celebration.

Staff represented the District at the ribbon cutting for the Reserve at Creekbend and assisted with the
SWH 2000 annual volunteer appreciation breakfast at HBU.

. Staff reviewed and evaluated the proposals for the hiring of a media firm to develop and assist with a
comprehensive media plan for the district. All information on the top firms selected for possible
interviews was provided to the committee, A decision is pending the at the January board meeting.
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I A. MULTI-FAMILY MARKETING STIMULUS PLAN

. District staff is working with Tawanna Stewart from the Houston Apartment Association on a
revamped stimulus program. The new plan is still in development and may include an incentive
for Apartments to adopt school term leases to help reduce mobility challenges in the district. The
district has also partnered with Ruth Hurst’s Apartment Cluster meetings to increase membership
and participation in the district’s efforts for the multi-family community.

Return to Home bus service is working at Fondren/Welch Middle Schools and Westbury High
School. Invoices for this service have been rendered to us and are within the budget.

Facing page ads continue to appear, monthly, in the issues of For Rent and Para Rentur
magazines. Advertisements. Web page development for both For Rent/Para Rentur is up.

. BOMD’s advertising marketing is a basic full page print ad “Discover Living in the Brays Oaks
District” with a facing page listing all 17 properties in the Plan. The print ad listing have the
properties name, address and phone number regardless of whether they currently advertise in that
magazine. Those properties that do advertise will have their unique ‘800’ listed instead of the
leasing office number.
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II. PUBLIC SAFETY & SECURITY PROJECTS

a. The Director of Services and Public Safety presented the District’s mobile camera program before City
Council’s Public Safety Committee on January 13%. Public Safety Committee chair Melissa Noriega
presented a certificate for excellence in public safety to the District for its role in helping reduce crime in
the region.

b. The Director of Services and Public Safety meet with HPD’s director in charge of open records. The
director put the district on a list to receive monthly crime statistics for the city of Houston. This data will
be used for the compilation of crime statistics and crime mapping in the District.

c. The Director of Services and Public Safety meet with HPD Sgt. Mike Hill who has recently been
appointed in charge of the city’s Differential Response Team (DRT) section. Sgt. Hill informed staff of
several changes to chapter 10 of the city’s code of ordinances. The changes to chapter 10 will allow
local DRT officers to write citations relating to nuisance offences in the district which can be heard via a
civil court. The use of civil courts for nuisance offenses is a new approach the city is currently
undertaking — citations written under this new provision are heard by a hearing officer and do not
require the presence of a judge. It is the city’s hope that this new process will expedite offenses held up
in the current municipal court system. Money garnered from this new adjudicating procedure will go to
the city’s general fund. 4 draft of the new ordinance can be Jound in the info section of the board book.

¢. While liaising with multi-family complex managers / owners the Director of Public Safety has been
performing CPTED spot inspections as a courtesy to the complexes. These inspections highlight
recommended enhancements / repairs that could aid in the overall safety of these facilities. Some items
identified are lighting, height of hedges, signage, condition of access gates and installation of cameras
on the complex.
