WESTBURY!I!!

Through a new partnership with Strategic Materials Inc.,
North America’s largest glass recycler, the City of
Houston is able to offer residents a more convenient way
to recycle glass.

“Since the removal of glass from the City’s single stream
recycling program earlier this year, we have been
working to find ways for residents to conveniently
continue to recycle glass,” said Mayor Sylvester Turner.
“I want to thank Strategic Materials for stepping up to
plate to provide a workable solution.”

Strategic Materials is working with industry partners and
local communities to cover the cost of glass recycling
drop off boxes at a total of ten locations throughout
Houston with the goal of continuing to expand the
program. The first locations are now open:

Salvation Army Family Store & Donation
Center - 2208 Washington Ave, accessible 24 hours

Sharpstown Park - 6600 Harbor Town Drive,
accessible during park hours

T.C. Jester Park - 4201 T C Jester Blvd,
accessible during park hours

accessible during park hours

Glenbrook Golf Course - 8205 N Bayou Dr,
accessible during park hours

Mason Park - 541 S 75th St, accessible during
park hours

Westbury Methodist Church - 5200
Willowbend Blvd, accessible during business hours

We Can Recycle - 723 N Drennan St,
accessible during business hours
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“We are fortunate to be supported by the Mayor and the
City in the pursuit to further support glass recycling,” said
Strategic Materials, Inc. CEO Denis Suggs. “We hope to
identify additional partners within the community and our
customer base to grow the recycling locations in the
upcoming weeks and months. Our innate desire to
preserve our environment and keep our city clean brings
us together in a meaningful way to support glass
recycling in Houston.”

The City of Houston Solid Waste Management
Department will send out notices as the other eight
locations are added to this pilot program. The locations
and progress of the program will also be available on the
Strategic Materials company website. These new drop
off locations sponsored by SMI and partners are in
addition to the nine existing City of Houston
neighborhood depositories where residents are able to
recycle glass and other items.

Due to cost concerns, glass was removed from the City’s
curbside recycling program last March. Information
about this pilot project, curbside recycling and other
topics is available at www.houstonsolidwaste.org.

Please remember to empty and rinse all glass
containers, and remove all corks, caps and lids before
dropping them off.

Because our community met the required threshold and

returned 5839% in favor of the minimum lot size
ordinance, on June 23, 2016, the Houston Planning
Commission APPROVED our application. The next step is
the application goes to the Mayor and City Council to be
codified as an ordinance.

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THE POWER OF GRASS ROOTS POLITICS

If you ever wondered what happens at the precinct level,
in both the Democratic and Republican parties, then
2016 has been a great learning opportunity for the
political junkies. Before explaining what happened this
year, lets first define a couple of terms. A precinct is the
smallest political subdivision in Texas. Texas counties
are divided into precincts and it is the responsibility of
the precinct Chair to contact, guide and organize their
party’s voters in their precinct. A precinct chair is a
public elected party official and is elected by precinct
voters in their party primary.

The Democratic Precinct Chairs have had a busy spring
and summer. The death of County Commissioner El
Franco Lee left a vacancy not only to fill the current
term but also for a space on the November, 2016
election ballot. The democratic precinct chair who
represents the voter in that district voted to determine
who would have a place on the ballot instead of El
Franco Lee. On June 25, 2016, State Senator Rodney
Ellis won the Democratic nomination and will run
unopposed in the general election. He will represent all
of Northfield | & I1 after the election in November.

As a result, Ellis had to withdraw from the November
ballot in State Senate 13 which includes all of Northfield
I & Il. He will replaced on the ballot by State
Representative Borris Miles, who were chosen by the
Democratic Precinct chairs of Senate district 13 on July
16, 2016 to fill the State Senate spot on the ballot. Miles
will also run unopposed in November.

As a result of State Representative 146 seat, formally
held by Miles becoming vacant, Guess what???, The
democratic precinct chairs of House District146 have to
decide the democratic nominee for that position. On
August 6, 2016 the democratic precinct chairs of 146
chose Shawn Thierry (A Northfield 1 & Il resident).
Ms. Thierry will too run opposed in November.

On June 30, 2016, over 220 democratic precinct chairs
had to also choose candidates for two new Harris County
Courts. We appreciate the hard work, time commitment
and effort that all of our Precinct Chairs contribute so
that the political process works- here in Northfield | & Il
and across the city and region.

Re: Update on Court Orders concerning Voter ID

On Wednesday, July 20, 2016, the United States Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in Veasey v. Abbott found
Texas’ voter identification law, has a discriminatory effect under the Voting Rights Act and instructed the
trial court to formulate a remedy before the November 2016 election. The trial judge was told to take into
account the state’s interest of preventing voter fraud while assuring the right to vote with as little
disruption of the voting process as possible.

U.S. District Judge Nelva Gonzales Ramos of Corpus Christi, who originally struck down the law, was
also directed to re-evaluate the evidence as to whether the passage of SB 14 (Tex. Elec. Code §63.0101)
by the Texas legislature was done with a discriminatory intent, and to delay any remedy on this basis until
after the November 2016 Election.

On Thursday, July 21, 2016, Judge Gonzales Ramos issued a scheduling order that the parties appear on
August 17" to review possible remedies. The court instructed the parties that proposed remedies must
include the following:

e All persons who have SB 14 ID or who have the means to get it in time for the November 8, 2016 election
must display that ID in order to vote;

e No ID that is easily counterfeited may be used in any ameliorative provision;

e  There must be an impediment or indigency exception, which may include reinstatement of the ability to use
the voter registration card for such voters;

e  The State must educate the public in a meaningful way about the SB 14 ID requirements;

e The State must educate and train workers at polling places to fully implement the resulting plan; and

e The plan must address only the discriminatory effect holding of the 5™ Circuit’s opinion and may not
include relief that would be available only in the event that the Court finds, upon reweighing the evidence,
that SB 14 was enacted with a discriminatory purpose.

Once the hearing is held on August 17", our Office will work with the County Clerk to update the training
curriculum for election officials. Our Office will also be prepared should any further appellate actions
affect these requirements.

The Fifth Circuit affirmed the district court’s 2014 findings that SB 14, disparately impacts minority
voters because of: (1) the difficulty of obtaining state approved identification; (2) the cost of underlying
documents necessary to obtain state approved identification; (3) difficulties with delayed, nonexistent,
out-of-state, or amended birth certificates due to nontraditional births and errors on birth certificates; (4)
long distances and other travel issues that made getting to a registrar and DPS office problematic for
many Plaintiffs; (5) a strict disability exemption; and (6) a burdensome alternative of voting absentee.

Under the state’s voter id law, the following forms of identification must be presented in order to vote
(1) a driver's license, election identification certificate, or personal identification card issued by the
Department of Public Safety.(2) a United States military identification card; a United States citizenship
certificate that contains the person's photograph;(4) a United States passport or(5) a license to carry a
handgun. The forms of identification cannot have expired more than 60 days before the date of
presentation.
